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MAINTENANCE 

It is the primary responsibility of each homeowner to maintain his/her property in a way that does not detract from the overall beauty and safety of the community.  It is hoped that each and every homeowner will take this responsibility seriously, as this can severely affect the value of all properties.

In accordance with the Charleston Village Architectural Guidelines, the following items should be performed and/or  reviewed on a regular basis to ensure that your residence is in good repair:

· Lawn Mowing : Grass and or weeds in the lawn areas should not exceed a height of 6 


   inches. There should be no more than 15% exposed dirt in the lawn area.

· Trimming: Keep all Trees, shrubs, vines and ornamental plantings located along 

driveways, sidewalks and streets, around your home, doors and windows         neatly trimmed for safety reasons and so as not to distract from the aesthetics of the neighborhood and of your home. 

· Weed Removal: Remove/ Kill weeds and grass in all planting areas, gardens, driveway, 


   sidewalk cracks and expansion joints.

· Edging: All planting areas, along sidewalks, landscape bricks, house, driveway edges and

             curbs should be edged on a regular basis.

· Debris Removal: Remove dead branches, dead trees and dead bushes from your planting  

                            areas, lawn and all areas of your property.

· Snow/ Ice: Keep snow and ice removed from the sidewalks at the street in front of your  


                   house.

· Mailboxes: Paint and repair the post as needed. Rusty mailboxes should be painted or 

                               replaced.

Reminder: Do NOT dump or blow any grass clippings, lawn waste, dead branches, trees and shrubs  into the common areas, creek and greenways. 

The town of Apex does pickup sticks, brush, leaves and grass from the curb in front of your house weekly. (Currently Tues and Wed)
