Apex Crime Update  

The Town of Apex, like most other area towns, has experienced a significant number of motor vehicle break-

ins this year.  Since January 1st over 70 vehicle break-in reports have been filed with the department.  These 

crimes have occurred in several neighborhoods throughout town such as Haddon Hall, Walden Creek, Scotts 

Mill, Sheppardôs Vineyard, and Knollwood.  To date Apex Police have been able to arrest and charge 11 indi-

viduals, clearing most of these incidents.   All but three were from Apex, with most living in the neighborhoods 

they victimized. 

Important lessons can be learned from these crimes and how they 

were committed.  In all cases the vehicles entered were unlocked, 

giving the thieves easy quiet access.  The types of property taken in-

cluded GPS units, Apple I products, cameras, gift cards, lap tops and 

small amounts of loose change.  All items that could have been easily 

removed from the vehicle or locked in a glove box.  These crimes 

were committed at night offering the thieves the cover of darkness to 

move around undetected on foot.  Security lighting around a home is often a good deterrent to criminals. 

The most important piece of information obtained during the investigation of these crimes was how few were 
reported.  Two individuals charged with breaking into vehicles confessed to entering over 100 vehicles in one 
night, only 8 were reported.  These individuals carried out their crimes so well most of their victims never no-
ticed their property taken.  Stay vigilant, know whatôs in your vehicle, and report even the smallest loss.

Hyperthermia Deaths of Children  

To date there have been nine deaths in 2010 of children due to hyperthermia from being in hot vehicles. Last 
year there were a total of at least 33 such fatalities in the United States due to hyperthermia after they were 
left in hot cars, trucks, vans and SUV's. 

SAFETY RECOMMENDATIONS 

NEVER LEAVE A CHILD UNATTENDED IN A VEHICLE.  NOT EVEN FOR A MINUTE ! 

IF YOU SEE A CHILD UNATTENDED IN A HOT VEHICLE CALL 9-1-1. 

Be sure that all occupants leave the vehicle when unloading. Don't overlook sleeping babies. 

Always lock your car and ensure children do not have access to keys or remote entry devices.  If a child is 
missing, check the car first, including the trunk. Teach your children that vehicles are never to be used as 
a play area. 

Keep a stuffed animal in the car seat and when the child is put in the seat place the animal in the front 
with the driver. 

Or place your purse or briefcase in the back seat as a reminder that you have your child in the car. 

Make "look before you leave" a routine whenever you get out of the car. 

Have a plan that your childcare provider will call you if your child does not show up for school.

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Crime Prevention Tips ñVacation Preparation  

Strive to make your home look as lived-in as possible while you're  away 

Don't broadcast your plans, but do let your neighbors know that you'll be gone 

Give a spare key to your neighbors and give them an emergency  telephone number to reach you 

Arrange to have your mail and newspapers picked up daily (preferred)  or have delivery stopped while you're 
away 

Use automatic timers to turn on a radio, lights, etc., at different  intervals 

Turn down the ringer on your telephone. An unanswered telephone is a  dead giveaway 

Leave your blinds as you normally would if you were home 

Be sure to lock the garage as well as any storage sheds, gates, etc.  It's also a good idea to disconnect your 
garage door opener if you have one 

Ask your neighbor to occasionally park in your driveway and put out  your garbage cans if you have curbside 
pickup. A neighbor can throw in a bag of trash 

Be sure someone knows your itinerary and estimated time of return 

Do not carry large amounts of cash. Use travelers' check and credit  cards
