Grounds Committee Update

Just last newsletter we announced
a new chairperson for our Grounds
Committee and now we have
another change. Bill Ferrell has
been appointed to serve as the
committee chair for the ARB. As

a result the new chairperson for
the grounds is now MaryAnn
Gunshefski. Thank you MaryAnn
for accepting this position!

For the past several months the
Grounds Committee has been
focused on several key areas of
Charleston Village. They are: (1)
the noted erosion problem within
the drainage ditch running from
the Castleburg pond down along
Castleburg; (2) the overgrown
brush and weeds along the dam
front edge of the Castleburg pond;
(3) the repair of the Castleburg
sidewalk near the greenway path;
(4) the monitoring of the greenway
path and its overall care; and (5)
the continued damage to the
gazebo at night by unknown
persons.

Going forward the Grounds
Committee has recommended a

contractor, through bid reviews, to
be hired to make the needed
repairs to the Castleburg drainage
ditch in accordance to all water
quality guidelines. The committee
also has made recommendations to
hire a contractor, again through

bid reviews, to repair and paint the
gazebo structure and reseal the
flooring. On the Castleburg pond
area the committee has
recommended that the weeds and
undergrowth be trimmed and the
dam front brush be evaluated to
see if any excessive growth can be
trimmed out as well. This cannot be
a complete brush removal only a
minor thinning. And the Town of
Apex has completed the sidewalk
repairs for us.

The Grounds Committee is made up
of only a few residents and we
really do not always see the needs
that are out there. Please feel free
to share your insights on how we all
can work together to keep
Charleston Village
a beautiful place
to live.
